e Energy audits every four years (first by December 2015).
e Applies to all sectors, not only industry, but also services.

Harmonised definition of large enterprises based on a EU
definition of SMEs (Commission Recommendation
2003/361/EC of 6 May 2003 ).

Only one exemption:

e Enterprises having in place an Energy or Environmental
Management Systems (I1SO 50001).

Lesson learnt from EU implementation: Important to establish a
national registry of large companies.
