Energy sector:

» To date, 2 239 power generators offered via
UCPM. ERCC has mobilised 361 generators from the
EU-financed rescEU stockpile. Around 800 more
rescEU generators are in the pipeline for a total 1000+
generators

 Over 5 million pieces of energy equipment have been
sent or are in transit to Ukraine via the UCPM. The
UCPM assistance includes a wide variety of items such
as LED lightbulbs, transformers, circuit breakers,
wiring and other technical equipment necessary for
the repair and functioning of the energy infrastructure.
