m ACER to be able to issue binding decisions
where appropriate and proportionate, for
example in relation to:

m Guidelines and Codes development and implementation
m [YNDP process

m Work programmes and related budget and expenditure
m Statutes and Rules of procedure




AQER Reinforcements proposed (2)
Stronger NRAs Coordination

m ACER to replace NRAs in taking CACM 3rd-level

decisions
m when the decision is to be taken by unanimity within
a time period, and
m If the decision is not taken, the case is referred to
ACER
m Mechanisms to further enhance cooperation
and coordination among NRAs

m ACER to be allowed to issue “own-initiative”:
m “Peer review” Opinions
m Recommendations for Good Practices
m Opinions on the application of Guidelines

Monitoring of Markets

m ACER to be given powers to require information
from all EU energy-sector entities when needed
for monitoring
