 “(overall) Energy Community 2030 target’ means the value calculated on the basis of 

the targets for the Contracting Parties as regards the minimum share of renewable 
energy consumed in 2030, in the terms to be adopted by the Ministerial Council”

 New provisions include, among others:
 Market based support scheme
 Active role of consumers (self-consumers, energy communities)
 Sustainability and greenhouse gas emissions saving criteria for

biomass fuels
