NATIONAL ENERGY AND CLIMATE PLAN (NECP)

Clean Energy Package: Each EU MS is required to establish integrated National
Energy and Climate Plans (NECPs) for 2021 to 2030, including a longer-term view
towards 2050.

The Regulation on the Governance of the Energy Union and Climate Action
(EU) 2018/1999 is the guiding document of the process with the goals:

to implement policies and measures consistent with the EU’s 2030 energy
and climate targets, and the long-term commitments of the Paris Agreement;
to stimulate cooperation between countries;

to promote long-term certainty and predictability for investors;

to reduce administrative burdens, in line with the principle of better regulation;
to ensure consistent reporting under the UNFCCC and the Paris Agreement
from 2021 onwards.

In line with these requirements, the EnC CPs adopted Recommendation
2018/01/MC-EnC (supplemented by the Policy Guidelines PG03/2018).
